Applicability: 
All aeroplanes with cable-driven flight controls. 
 
Description: 
The FAA had recently issued SAIB CE-13-27R1 referenced above, to address the issue of failed flap 
extend cables on aeroplanes with cable-driven flight controls.  
EASA has endorsed the FAA SAIB for the identified Textron (Cessna) US type designs. 
 
EASA is aware of numerous events of frayed flap extend cables on aeroplanes with cable-driven 
flight controls and concurs with the FAA SAIB’s recommendations. Therefore, this SIB is published 
to ensure that all owners and operators of aeroplanes designed in EASA Member States are aware 
of these recommendations. 
 
At this time, the safety concern described in this SIB is not considered to be an unsafe condition 
that would warrant Airworthiness Directive (AD) action under Regulation (EU) 748/2012, Part 
21.A.3B. 
 
Recommendation(s): 

EASA endorses the recommendations as specified in the FAA SAIB CE-13-27R1 referenced  
above, for aeroplanes with cable-driven flight controls designed in EASA Member States.
